Unit  Four:  Experience

Lesson One:  The Christian Life and Discipleship
Objectives:  By the end of this lesson students will be able to explain what it means to be a disciple of Christ.  Students will be able to list characteristics of a disciple.  Students will be able to examine their own life for those characteristics.
Materials: vocabulary notebooks, computers web quest
Procedure:  1.  Open with Prayer
                       2.  Discuss the vocabulary for the lesson with the students.


          3.  Introduce the webquest by having students generate ideas about what they think a disciple of Christ looks like (not physical attributes but rather what sort of characteristics they have)  Have them relate the characteristics of being a disciple to living a Christian life.  Are they the same thing?  Can one live a Christian life but not be a disciple, can one be a disciple and not live a Christian life?

                       4.   Now that the students' interest is peaked divide the students into groups of three  to complete the web quest.


          5.  Allow the students time to work in their groups but be available for questions.


          6.  Be sure to set a due date for the final project.  Let students know if they will have to work outside of class to complete the project.


          7.  Make sure to plan presentation time into the due date so students may present what they've learned to the whole class.

Guided Practice: The teacher will guide the students through the vocabulary discussion.  
Independent Practice:  Students will complete the webquest in their groups.  Students will blog about what they need to do in their own lives to be a disciple of Christ.
Evaluation:  The webquest video will be evaluated according to the rubric.  The blog will be evaluated on the blog rubric.
Lesson Two:  Real People Who've Lived the Life
Objectives:  Students will be able to recount the lives of people who have lived a Christian life.  Students will be able to compare and contrast the people we study with themselves.  Students will be able to show how people who have gone before us can inspire us to live a Christian life.
Materials:  vocabulary notebooks, computers,
Procedure:  1.  Open with Prayer    

                       2.  Review the last lesson.  Review the characteristics of a disciple of Christ.  

                       3.  Ask the students to think of some historical characters that exemplified

 these characteristics ( they may not be able to think of any). Explain that today's quest will be to learn about some historical people that were disciples. 

         4.  Introduce the web quest to the students.  This web quest will be for individuals instead of groups.


         5.  Help any student that is having trouble picking a character from the list that they want to learn more about.


        6.  Allow students time to conduct their research.

                     7.  Set a due date for the final dinner.  Let the students know up front that some of the work may have to be completed outside of class.
Guided Practice: The teacher will guide the students through their vocabulary discussion and the peaking their interest discussion.
Independent Practice: Students will complete research independently on historical figures.  Students will blog about how their historical figured inspired them.
Evaluation:  Students' web quest will be evaluated on the rubric in the web quest.  Blogs will be evaluated according to the  rubric.
Lesson Three:  Confirmation- What does it mean to be a member of the church?

Objectives:   Students will generate a definition of church membership.  Students will be able to explain what the confirmation vows mean.  Students will be able to create a plan for how they want to live out their vows. 
Materials:  Vocabulary notebooks, computers, hymnals
Procedure: 1. open with prayer
                      2.  Review what it means to life a Christian life/be a disciple.


        3.  Review Vocabulary

 
        3.  Engage students in a discussion of  what it means to be a member of a church.  Have them compare and contrast it to being a member of other organizations.



4. Show the students the confirmation questions in the hymnal.  Read and discuss what each one means.  Allow students to come up with their own meanings (within reason) so they understand what they are saying.  



5.  Allow students time to reflect on their journey in the class.  Discuss things they've learned, things they still might have questions about.  


            6.  Give students time to work on their final video.  Set a due date when the class will meet to watch the videos.   

Guidided Practice: The teacher will guide all discussions, answer questions and clear up any misconceptions.
Independent Practice:  The students will create a short video on their journey during this class. The video will include, but is not limited to, key things they have learned, things that have inspired or helped them along the way, and how they plan to live out their vows.
Evaluation:  The video will be evaluated according to the  rubric.
